Project:
Leadership Skagit 2010 Team FREATIVE announces a call to artists for its I-5 Scenic Agricultural Corridor Landmark sign now through Thursday, September 30, 2010.

Cash Award: 

Three semi-finalists will be awarded $300 to further develop their submission to the Selection committee.  From those three, the work of one artist or artist team will be selected for the I-5 Scenic Agricultural Corridor Landmark sign and awarded $5000.

Requirements: 

Leadership Skagit 2010 Team FREATIVE seeks artists or artist teams to create a public landmark mural to welcome home local residents and inspire tourists return to our picturesque valley. The ideal artwork will be a mural or photo depicting the intrinsic values and iconic images, with an emphasis on the agriculture, nature and natural beauty, that make Skagit Valley and the interstate portion of I-5 (between Starbird Road and Bow Hill) truly unique.   
The successful project will create one awe-inspiring mural that will be viewed from cars passing at approximately 60 to 70 mph.  The work will be placed on two large 10 ft. by 10 ft. brown metal, with white reflective border, signs that already include the header “Welcome to Skagit Valley” and the footer “Scenic Agricultural Corridor.”  One sign will be placed northbound along the I-5 right-of-way just past Starbird Road.  The second will be placed southbound on the I-5 right-of-way just past the Washington Department of Transportation weigh station.  

The mural will be attached to the sign by the Washington Department of Transportation through an Encapsulated PostScript File (EPS).  The mural must be 9 ft long and 5 ft tall and compliment the brown background with white reflective border.  The mural must have no words nor commercial or retail logos or images.  
Selection Process & Timeline:

Leadership Skagit 2010 Team FREATIVE will select and award three semi-finalists. The three semi-finalists will interview with the selection committee including, but not limited to, Leadership Skagit 2010 Team FREATIVE and representatives from Skagitionians to Preserve Farmland, Skagit County of Governments (SCOG) and a member of Skagit Chamber Executive Directors Association (SCCEDA).

 Initial CD submission must be in high resolution for future hard copy printing- 300 dpi.
